  It will come as no surprise to those who know Den-
nis McFarland and his history with Buttonwood Camp-
ground that he has found a way to reduce the cost of elec-
tricity at his family business.  Always the innovator and al-
ways planning for the long term, Dennis researched solar 
power and saw the advantages long ago.  It became a real 
possibility when he discovered two streams of grant money 
were recently made available. 
 Both the state of Pennsylvania and the federal gov-
ernment are offering limited pools of grant dollars for com-
mercial solar installations.  If you are interested in learning 
more about the programs, contact Dennis at (717) 436 -
8334.  Better yet, stop by the campground and look over 
the installation and talk to Dennis about the process.  Call 
first to make sure he is available. 
 Greenspring Energy of Timonium, Maryland, sold 
and installed the system at Buttonwood.  It consists of 90 
solar panels, generating approximately ten percent of the 
energy needed by the campground.  The payback will take 
seven or eight years.  More panels will undoubtedly be 
added as time goes by.  The panels have a minimum of a 
thirty year life. 
 Buttonwood Campground consists of 279 campsites, 
44 of which are riverfront.  They offer an in-ground swim-
ming pool, beautiful 18 hole miniature golf course, store, ar-
cade, playground, canoe & kayak rental & livery service, a 
67õ by 33õ jumping pillow and plan to add a golf cart track 
and an outdoor laser tag area.

 We borrowed the same plan which she detailed in her 

book, ñFat to Fitò.   Needless to say it worked extremely well 

right here in the Juniata River Valley.  Close to seventy 

teams were formed and many of them are continuing to track 

weight loss and exercise on a monthly basis. 

 President Jim was involved in the organizing process 

and was a participant in the tune-up.  He recently commented, 

ñThe Melt-down concept was a win-win all the way around.  

It benefited the 500 participants who registered and hundreds 

more who chose to work alone.  I had fallen off of the wagon 

during the 2009 holidays after several months of continuous 

weight loss.  Between February 1st and April 30th I lost 20 

pounds and am applying many changes the six speakers 

brought to the meetings.  I feel great and I am striving to 

reach my goal of loosing 30 more pounds. I am fo-

cusing on whole foods, vegetables, fruits, sea 

food, high fiber content carbs, lots of 

water and daily walks.ò 

 The committee will meet in 

the near future to discuss future plans 

for 2011.

 The General Frank McCoy House on North Main 

Street in Lewistown is open Sunday afternoons starting May 
16th from 1:30 to 4:00 P.M.  Allow plenty of time as the col-

lections and period room displays will amaze you.   Please 

note they will be closed on Sunday, July 4th.  The Historic 
Courthouse is open to visitors weekdays from 8:30 A.M. to 

4:30 P.M.  The restored courtroom will transport you back to 
the mid 1800ôs. You may want to include a stop at the Stone 

Arch Bridge for more history and a walk through the ceme-

tery at the corner of Water Street and South Brown Street.  
 The Tuscarora Academy in Academia (Spruce Hill) is 

open Sunday afternoons from 1:30 to 4:00 P.M. starting June 
6th.  They will be open on July 4th.  Be sure to include a stop 

at the recently restored Pomeroy Academia Bridge which is 
nearby (the longest remaining covered bride in the state at 

270 feet long).  In Mifflintown youôll want to get a first hand 

look at the renovation project going on at the Juniata County 
Courthouse and invest some time at the Pennsylvania Canal 

Park just off the Arch Rock exit of 322/22. While not officially 
a dedicated park, the restored canal lock and all the Penn-

DOT provided informational signage is of great interest.  

There is a mile and a half riverside walk from the park west 
to the fishing access area.  The trail is walkable, but rather 

crude. 
 Due to Pennsylvania revenue issues, grants normally 

awarded to both historical societies have disappeared.  Fac-

ing budget problems, both societies must rely on membership 
to provide operating income.  Please consider joining both 

societies as soon as possible.  Itôs inexpensive, but will be so 
appreciated.
