 Sacred Heart School in Lewistown is pleased to announce its new status as a 
school accredited by the Middle States Commission on Elementary Schools.  The school 
received word that on November 6th the Middle States Commission voted to approve the 
self study and the plan of action that had been prepared by the Steering Committee and 
other committees of the Middle States project.  Faculty, administration, staff, parents and 
parishioners were all involved in the 3-year long process of preparing the study.  In April of 
2009, a team of professional educators from other states visited the school for three days 
to verify its report.  The visiting team prepared a response that was sent to the commis-
sion and final approval by voting was done in November. 
 Parents, students, committee members, and representatives of local government 
and media were invited to a Convocation held on Feb 2, 2010 to kick off the schoolõs cele-
bration of Catholic Schools Week.  During the convocation, Rev. Bill Weary, Pastor, pre-
sented the Middle States Accreditation Certificate to Steve Dedmon, Steering Committee 
Co-Chairperson.  Also, PA State Representative, Adam Harris, R-Mifflintown, presented 
Mr. Dedmon with a Citation which was also signed by Representatives Mike Fleck (R-
Huntingdon) and Kerry Benninghoff (R-Bellefonte), who were unable to attend.  Also in 
attendance was a representative of Sen. John Eichelberger, R-Hollidaysburg, Lewistown 
Mayor Deborah Bargo, and Assistant Diocesan Superintendent, Maretta Schmidt. 

 The school is now accredited from Dec 1, 2009 for 7 years.  Each year the school will prepare an annual report on its 
progress in achieving the planning process goals.  For Sacred Heart School, these goals include reducing the parish subsidy 
through development and marketing, curriculum mapping, and the monitoring of the school's Mission Statement.  After three 
years, a visitor will be appointed by the Middle states Association to visit the school for a day to check on its progress in main-
taining the implementation of its goals.  Following this process the school will apply for its re-accreditation. 
 The work reflected by Middle States accreditation is a credit to the faculty and staff, administration, families and pa-
rishioners of Sacred Heart of Jesus and St. Jude Parishes.  Congratulations to all who worked very hard to achieve this rating. 
We are deeply grateful to our former administrators, Fr. John Batman and Sr. Marie Luu, for beginning the process, as well as 
the Steering Committee, including Steve Dedmon and Nora Torquato, Co-Chairs, Lorie Torquato, Deborah Henry, Gary 
Sanges, and Cydni Shoemaker. 
 Sacred Heart of Jesus School is still accepting registrations for the 2010-11 academic year.  The school is open to families 
of all faiths and cultures, and scholarships and financial aid are available.
