1. Date, Location, and Time: RoCKIN' BY THE RIVERS

Saturday, July 3rd, starting at the Locust Campground and ending at the Juniata River access
by Victory Park in Lewistown, PA.

Victory Park will be the primary location for RiverFEST. Entertainment, Food & Activities
will be held throughout the day.

The Locust Campground in Lewistown, PA is the starting location for the Raft Regatta. Final
Registration will begin at 8:30am. Regatta will begin at 10am. (Times are pending with the #
of raft entrants.) In the past some of the larger rafts have put in the night before. You must
contact us at 717.248.6713 or email riverfest@juniatarivervalley.org if you plan to do so.

The Juniata River Access in Lewistown (by Victory Park) is the finish line. Your
time will be marked by crossing the access line. The float typically (pending water
conditions) is a three hour float. Finish line times will be recorded until 3pm. If your raft comes
in after this point and you want your time recorded you must have your team captain go to
the information booth and report your time.

RiverFEST will be held rain or shine.

RAFT APPLICATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED UNTIL THE day of EVENT! Please just let us know
if you will be showing up the day of.

All entrants must sign the Release and Authorization Form.

Final registration, raft judging and staging of the races will begin at 8:30am (Times are
pending with the # of raft entrants) at the Locust Campground Juniata River Access.

i. The day of final registration: when arriving at the Locust Campground, line up your
vehicle on the right hand side of the road behind the line of rafters. There will be
signage to direct you. Parking is available — follow the signage for it. You must
register at the registration table to let us know you are here. You will receive your raft
number and parking pass at the table.

3. Raft $pecifications:

a. Rafts must be built this year.

b. Rafts must be safe and non-polluting.

c. Rafts cannot be made from a commercially built watercraft or parts from commercial rafts,
boats or canoes.

d. Barrels, kegs, bottles and other containers must be cleaned and not leave residue in the river.

e. The raft must be human powered (no electric or gas motors.)

f. Rafts may be propelled by hands, feet, homemade paddles or homemade sails. No
commercially produced paddles or sails are allowed.

d. All ropes and other construction materials must be tightly secured to avoid ensnarement of
participants.

4. $afety:
a. Each member of the crew on the raft must have/wear a Coast Guard Approved personal

floatation device.
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Crewmembers must wear shoes at all times to protect the feet from possible injury. Old tennis
shoes or boat shoes are recommended.

Crewmembers must stay on the raft at all times other than freeing the raft from the river
bottom or righting a capsized raft.

Interference with another entry or unsportsmanlike conduct will result in disqualification.
Disabled rafts must be retrieved by their crews.

The race will begin at the Locust Campground River Access and end at the Lewistown Access
by Victory Park.

The race start will be 10am. (Pending the # of raft entrants)

6. Clean-Up:

The crew is responsible for removal of the raft and all remnants.

You will be given ONE parking pass for the Lewistown Access. This is for the pick-up of your
raft at the finish line. Your pick-up must have the pass in order to gain access to the area.
Other public parking will be available on South Main Street (across from Kish Bank) and
MCIDC area.

7. Prizes & Entry Fee's

Entry fees are $10 for each person on the raft.

A panel of judges will rule the race, judging rafts for qualifications & timing, picking winners,

presenting awards and overseeing the races. The judgment of the panel is final.

that day.
